a. 990 or 990EZ or 990-N, 990 T, and ND Form 40 are due 2/15/2026 if 9/30 is the year-end date. Remember that the IRS requires non-profits with less than $50,000 in Gross Receipts to file the 990-N electronically through the IRS website.
b. Social Security administration copies of W2’s must be postmarked by February 28, 2026 for paper filings and March 31, 2026 for electronic filings.
c. IRS 1099 copies need to be postmarked by January 31, 2026.
d. Not-For-Profit report to Secretary of State Office due 1/31/2026.
e. Plan to hold a membership recruitment activity, such as a BBQ, sometime throughout the year, inviting prospective members.
