



NELSON COUNTY FARM BUREAU SCHOLARSHIP



SPONSOR: The Nelson County Farm Bureau will award three $1000 scholarships annually.

PURPOSE: These scholarships will recognize achievements in educational and community involvement, as well as ND Farm Bureau involvement.

CRITERIA: The following will be used in selecting recipients.  Applications must be completed on a typewriter or computer.

1. The student, parent, and / or grandparents are current members of Nelson County Farm Bureau.
a. Students can sign up for a student membership on https://ndfb.org/join/student/ if a parent or grandparent is not a current member.
b. List Nelson County as affiliated county to qualify for Nelson Co. Farm Bureau Scholarship with Student Membership.
c. This student membership will also allow students to qualify for the North Dakota Farm Bureau Scholarship.
2. Applicants must have achieved a cumulative grade point average (GPA) of 2.5 or better.
3. Preference will be given to applicants whose parents are involved in ag-related industry.
4. Scholastic honors, goals and ambitions, and work experience will also be considerations.
5. Applications must be postmarked no later than April 15th, 2026 and returned to:

Selection: Applications should be postmarked no later than April 15th, 2026.  Recipients of the scholarships will be notified, and scholarship monies will be submitted to the recipient’s school following the recipient’s completion of the first semester and at the beginning of the recipient’s second semester.  Applicants are asked to communicate college information along with student ID to NCFB by Dec. 31st to aid in the distribution of funds in recipient’s second semester.
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
